The Foreign Bird Federation held its AGM on March 14th at Wednesbury.  All the clubs which have renewed their affiliation for 2010 were represented, and all made clear their continuing support for the Federation.  Thanks were expressed to Treasurer Dennis Webster for his help with secretarial duties, to Bryan Reed for his continued support in difficult personal circumstances, and particularly to Reuben Girling for his valuable work over many years in collating the Breeding Register, a task which he has now decided to hand on to someone new.  A well-known aviculturist has declared an interest in taking on this role, and it is anticipated that the appointment of a new Breeding Registrar will be confirmed in the very near future, assuring the continuation of this important aspect of the Federation’s work.
The treasurer’s report showed the finances to be well-managed and relatively healthy.  It was agreed unanimously to renew the Federation’s affiliation to the NCA.
